No more 4-hour collections

The District is in the process of permitting a permanent, seasonal house-
hold hazardous waste facility. It will be open mid- to late- May through
September, by appointment only. When we get all of the permits and
containers in place, we will advertise the days and hours that the facility is
open. There will be a nominal charge—$10 for up to 10 gallons/car.
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Used motor oil is accepted at
Adams Trucking and Excavat-
ing at 151 Saxtons River Road
in Westminster (463-2213),
and Matulonis Body Shop in
Springfield (885-5000).

Both oil-based and latex paint are accepted
year-round, for free, by Bibens Home
Center and Sherwin-Williams in Springfield.
The paint cans must not be rusty or leaky.
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want the oil to be “clean” - no water, no
antifreeze, no other fluids mixed with it.




Recyclables and Trash

Contract with a hauler, or take recycling, trash,
and food scraps to the following facility—

7446 Route 5, Westminster
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All vehicles using the facility must display a current access permit. These are available at the Rockingham Town Office
or at the Transfer Station, at no-cost to Rockingham residents and for a fee to non-residents. Buy tickets at the Trans-
fer Station to pay for household trash disposal. (Pay before unloading.) Recycling is free. For a list of disposal prices
for trash and bulky items, visit www.rockbf.org or ask at the Transfer Station.

Household batteries are accepted
and recycled for free at the Transfer
Station: rechargeable, AA, AAA, C,
D, 9v, hearing aid, and watch. A yel-
low battery collection

bucket is located at %
the Town Office.
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Fluorescent tubes (10/visit) and
bulbs (unlimited number) have
mercury in them so they need to
be disposed of propetly. The
Transfer Station accepts those
for free.

Televisions, computer moni-
tors, printers, hard-drives, and
peripherals are recycled for
free at the Transfer Station.

Useable, saleable clothing is accepted at the SEVCA Good Buy Store at 45 Rockingham Street, at the Com-
munity Closet Thrift Store in the basement of the Immanuel Episcopal Church, 20 Church St., and in the
textile box in the parking lot at the Moose Family Center on Henry Street. All in Bellows Falls. Ask at each
location if they will take clean and dry linens, shoes, purses, belts, gloves, towels, sheets, and stuffed animals.
